m 1 large projector screen

technician if the audio and visual equipment can be collocated.

TIMING

Run time: 90 minutes without Q & A. Can be adjusted according to needs.

SPACE

Minimum of 10ft X éft playing space, preferably on an elevated stage.

COST

$7.500 + travel and lodging costs for one full performance, followed by an

optional additional hour of Discussion and Q & A.
*Additional cost of $500 per performance + travel if technicians are not provided.

$2,500 + fravel and lodging costs for excerpts of the performance and the
facilitation of interactive community discussions and workshops for up to three
hours. ($500 per additional hour)

$1,500 for the rental of an online video version of the full performance.
